Denver, Colorado is named the Mile High City because it sits at an 
elevation of 5,280 feet above sea level, which is one mile. There 

are numerous hints at and official markers for Denver’s nickname 
either paying homage to the name or marking the exact mile 
elevation. The most popular one is the Mile High Steps at the 

Colorado State Capitol. The 15th step was engraved in 1909, but a 
study done much later in 1969 determined that the 18th step was 

a more accurate marker for the mile high step.
